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Summary: The bitrd fauna in Vaskifirvi
Natural Park, Southern Finland.

The area of Vaskijirvi Natural Park is 11 sq
kms, of which 0.7 sq kms is made up of lakes.
There is mote marsh than forest in the area,
but exact information is lacking. The author
has made investigations in the area from 1956
to 1969.

The forest is on small islets in the marsh.
Censuses and the percentage of hole-nesting
species are presented in Table 1.

There is no marshy area with a high density
of breeding birds in the park. The densities of
birds in two largest marshy areas are 41 and
20 pairs/sq km. The breeding status of six
species is shown in Table 2. In 1966 there
were some four pairs of Cranes in the area,
but in 1969 the number of the species had
diminished as a result of drainage.

The four lakes are oligotrophic and their
water is dark. The Herring Gull, the Black-
throated Diver and the Teal are breeding
species on them.

Among the rarer breeding birds in the forests
are the Red-breasted Flycatcher, which nested
in 1964, and the Three-toed Woodpecker,
which nested in 1968. The Great Grey Shrike
has been a regular breeding species since 1951.
The Raven and the Willow Grouse have
almost disappeared.

The value of the natural park as a refuge
for Owls is small. The Ural Owl nested there
for the first time in 1969. The Tengmalm’s
Owl and the Barn Owl nest in the park only
temporarily, 1—2 pairs of Ospreys, 1—2 pairs
of Common Buzzards and 0—1 pairs of Gos-
hawks breed in the area annually. The Pere-
gtine nested in the area for the last time in
1959.

The nest of a Bluethroat was found in Kuu-
samo in 1970. This is the first time that a
confirmed obsetvation of a breeding Bluethroat
has been made so far south.
